Committee meeting notes

‘Cross’ in the middle of the Inlet. There had been much interest in the appearance of a cross-like structure in the Inlet. Chair John Wells reported that it is a device placed in the Inlet by environmental consultants SKM to measure current and windflow.  He also reported that NZ Transport Agency is paying for most of the work being done to develop the harbour hydrodynamic model because NZTA wants the information for the Transmission Gully project.

Photo competition. Organisation for the competition is progressing very well. Entry forms are now available both in local businesses and on the web.

Inlet pathway. There has been no progress since the last committee meeting. PICT has asked for an onsite meeting to discuss the height of the proposed boardwalk and the finalised route of the walkway. Both GOPI and PICT are waiting to hear if this meeting can be arranged.
Cockle survey. The cockle survey will take place on 21 November, with 5 December the back-up day. Assembly time 3pm at Stout Cottage. 

Possible new GOPI activities. It was agreed that it would be worthwhile to investigate a wider range of activities for members and the community, particularly walks. Suggestions will be discussed at the next meeting.

Media skills. As encouraging the public to care for the Inlet is one of GOPI’s main aims, it was agreed that it would be useful to learn more about successful use of the media. Two possibilities, run by different groups, will be investigated.
